Removal of Bulk Oil Storage Tank #1

The purpose of this specification is to provide a contract to remove the decommissioned
crude fuel oil storage tank #1 (420,000 gallon capacity). The tank is no longer fit for service, and
is housed within our Unit 11 site bulk tank containment area. This containment is currently
undersized for the #2 Bulk Tank, which stores back-up diesel for Unit 11. The #1 Bulk Tank
demolition is one of the initial steps in upgrading the containment area to comply with DEP &
EPA standards and will allow for the future installation of an impermeable liner in the
containment area.
